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for nearly 1 million dollars of  the 
potential lost revenues. Rest assured 
that despite the cuts, the Commis-
sion’s marketing efforts continue in 
full force, with programs structured 
to promote California avocados with 
key accounts and markets committed 
to California avocados throughout 
the remainder of  the season.  

Below, please find details of  the 
mid-season crop estimate results in-
cluding variety breakdowns and pro-
duction by county.

The California Avocado Com-
mission (CAC) would like to 
thank all of  the growers who 

participated in the recently conclud-
ed Grower Crop Estimate Survey. 
Survey forms were mailed out in 
mid-April with a return date of  May 
8, 2015. This year’s response rep-
resented 50 percent of  the bearing 
California avocado acreage, and is on 
par with the Crop Estimating Team’s 
preferred response rate. 

Using various statistical analy-
ses to evaluate information gathered

through the crop survey, satellite 
imagery and 2014 acreage inventory 
results, the Crop Estimating Team 
has estimated the 2014-15 Califor-
nia avocado crop to be coming in at 
283 million pounds --  a decrease of  
44 million pounds from the initial 
pre-season estimate of  327 million 
pounds. CAC management projects 
that the expected crop shortfall could 
result in a loss of  assessment rev-
enues of  nearly 1.9 million dollars 
and has already taken proactive steps 
to adjust spending plans to account
